1.) The point that stood out to me was how God has directly involved women in 
working for the Kingdom. I hadn’t actually realized how many women were influential 
parts of the early New Testament church. This fascinated me because of my own 
questions I have circulating in my head regarding women’s roles in the church. 

2.) The church that I had been going to back home in Colorado was a non-
denominational church that did not agree on the stance that women could teach or be in 
leadership. This actually was the root of a few people leaving the church and, if I’m 
being transparent, something that hindered my own walk with the church as well. When 
I first came to PLNU, I was under the impression that women were not allowed to have 
influential roles in the church. However, after hearing God’s call on my own life and 
learning from some very compassionate people, I began to rethink this assumption. 
Right now, I am still in the middle of that “rethinking” process. I want to fulfill the 
specific vocation that God is calling me to, whatever and wherever that may be. 
However, I have passages like 1 Corinthians 14:34-38 swirling around in my head. I 
know that the Bible is God’s word and I do not want to ignore any of God’s commands. 
Currently, I am in the middle of wrestling with this idea. I know above all else that God 
is good and loving, and I trust that He will lead me to where He wants me to go.
