
How to Create an Anonymous Google Form for Surveys

Step 1: Open your Gmail.

Step 2: Click on the 9 dots on the right.

Step 3: Look for the purple icon: Google 
Forms. Click on it.



Step 4: The Google Forms homepage will look something like this, with 
possible Templates.

Step 5: For this example, we will click on “Blank” to create a new survey.



Step 6: Here is your blank slate to start creating your 
survey.

Step 7: Be sure to give your survey a title.

Step 8: Use the dropdown menu to choose what type 
of question you wish to write.



Step 9: Your Survey 
is named and 
described, and now 
you can start writing 
the questions.

Step 10: To add 
another question, 
click the “+” sign.

Step 11: If a 
question response is 
required, be sure to 
check this box.



Step 12: The 
“Settings” is where 
you can set your 
Survey to collect 
responses 
anonymously. There 
are a lot of options in 
Settings, so it takes a 
few minutes to go 
through them to 
make sure your 
Survey is the way you 
want it.

Step 13: To keep 
responses 
anonymous, Turn off 
“Collect email 
addresses.”



Step 14: Double check 
“Defaults” settings to 
make sure that the 
survey doesn’t 
automatically collect 
email addresses.



Step 15: You can 
check for responses 
here. 

Step 16: When you 
are done collecting 
responses, the form 
can simply be turned 
off here.



Step 17: The “Send” 
button is for when you 
are ready to send out 
your survey.

Step 18: Simply choose 
the options you need for 
your survey purposes, 
and then hit “Send.”
